1G8 postal areas. This
included Hale End (the
area around the Royal
Oak), central Highams
Park (the streets radiat-
ing from the station), the
Highams Estate and also
some of the streets in
South Chingford such as
Nelson Road and
Highams Station Ave-
nue.

Even though we have
now been subsumed into
the London Borough of
Waltham Forest, what
does persist in Highams
Park is a real sense of
community. There have
been many changes of
the years, but what pre-
vails here is a real com-
munity spirit.

The Highams Park Soci-
ety helps to nurture all

forms of community
life and work and
works to help people
appreciate their locality
though the promotion
of local history and
through social events.
